Chinese Writing Competition for BC elementary and secondary school students. The
purposes of this competition are to enhance cultural exchange, to enrich the Chinese
language learning and practice activities for students, to encourage the students to use
Chinese language to express their feelings and thoughts, and finally, to improve the
students’ writing skills. The main theme for this competition is “The Person I Would Like
to Thank the Most”. This competition was well received and welcomed by the students and
the Chinese teachers. Many students participated in this competition.

Due to the pandemic in Canada, this competition was held online and the participants
were asked to submit their writings electronically. The organizer invited the experienced
Chinese language teachers and experts to be the judges. The judging is based on the
following areas: focus of the main theme, content, writing structure and logics, word and
phrase usages and sentence structure, etc. The total of 38 writings have been selected as
the winning pieces. Please see the winning list below. All the participants will receive the
participation certificates and gifts and all the winners will receive prizes and awards. In
addition, the winning writings will be published in the local newspaper.

The participants used Chinese language to express their personal and social life
experiences as well as to express their thanks and appreciation to the people they would
like to thank such as their family members, teachers, friends, classmates and the front-line
doctors and nurses. All the writings displayed the achievements of Chinese language
learning of the students. We hope that the students will continue to make efforts to learn
Chinese language and make further improvement.
